Year 9s have raised £350 for South African Aids 
orphans.  This is enough money to buy groceries for 
almost a whole year.  Every student in Year 9 sent a 
hand-made Christmas card to the orphans which 
again was received with a heartfelt and a humbling 
thank you. 
 
Years 10 and 11 have enthusiastically responded to 
whole school fund raising activities which has seen 
money raised for Comic Relief, BBC Children in Need, 
Breast Cancer and Phab Kids.
